Scout Rental Fees 

 
COUNCIL FACILITIES USE FEES 

1. Fox Lodge—Fee is $25.00 for any 24 hour period or part of. There is an additional $50.00 
refundable deposit for clean up / damage.  The lodge has a bathroom, shower, kitchen 
facilities, electricity and air conditioning. NOT AVAILABLE FOR USE AT THE PRESENT 
TIME. 

2. Camp Masters Cabin—Fee is $35.00 for any 24 hour period or part of.  There is an 
additional $50.00 refundable deposit for clean up / damage.  The cabin has a full bath, kitchen, 
electricity and heating and air conditioning. 

3. Pavilion—Fee is $15.00 per day. There is an additional $50.00 refundable damage / clean 
up fee.  There are water, electricity, and restroom facilities available in season. 

4. Kitchen—With approval of council properties committee, the fee is $100.00 for any 24 hour 
period or part of.  There is an additional $100.00 refundable deposit for clean up / damage.  
Must have individual on site with a current Food Handlers license. Floors must be swept and 
mopped. 

5. Dining Hall—Fee is $100.00 for any 24 hour period or part of.  There is an additional $50.00 
refundable deposit for clean up / damage.  Facilities available are dining room, restrooms, 
swamp coolers, and heating. Floors must be swept and mopped. 

6. Pool—Fee is $3.00 per person per day for Scouts, leaders and their families. There is an 
additional $50.00 refundable deposit for clean up / damage. Scouting units must have BSA 
Safe Swim trained leader supervising all swimming activities. 

7. Pool Shower House—Fee is $15.00 per day.  There is an additional $50.00 refundable 
deposit for clean up / damage.  If the pool and showers are booked together only one deposit 
will be required. 

8. Dan Beard Lodge—Fee is $25.00 for any 24 hour period or part of Oct. - May. $35.00 for 
any 24 hour period or part of June- Sept.  There is an additional $50.00 refundable deposit for 
clean up / damage. Facilities available are heat, air conditioning, electricity and water.  

 
COUNCIL EQUIPMENT USE FEES 

 
1) Chuck box complete—Fee is $5.00 per weekend.  There is an additional $10.00 refundable 

deposit for lost or damaged components. 
2) Tents and Dining Flies—Fee is $4.00 per weekend per tent/dining fly.  

3) Canoes / Trailer—Fee is $15 per canoe. This includes paddles and a PFD (personal floatation 
device) per two (2) individuals in each canoe. There is an additional $100.00 refundable deposit 
for damage. (lost/broken paddles or PFD, tire damage/replacement, trailer damage) 

4) Cots—Fee is $1.00 per cot per weekend. 

5) Mountain Bikes—Fee of $5.00 per bike per day including helmet. There is an additional 
$25.00 refundable deposit for damage per bike. (damaged tubes/tires, bent rims, helmet damage).  

6) Climbing Tower— no fee for NWTC units for use at Camp Perkins ONLY. There is an off-site 
fee of $50.00 per hour, minimum 4 hours and mileage to and from. Must have a BSA certified 
climbing instructor on site overseeing use of climbing tower at all times.  
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Matter of Policy 

Regarding the Use of Camp Perkins 
 
 

1. All units must check in and out with the Camp Ranger or designee. 
 
2. You must leave the buildings / campsites clean and ready for the next unit to use. 
 
3. All equipment will be checked out by the Camp Ranger and must be cleaned prior to departure. 
 
4. All trash must be placed in the dumpster located near the Dining Hall. 
 
5. All persons using canoes must wear PFD's which will be furnished.  BSA Safety Afloat procedures 

must be followed. 
 
6. Swimming is permitted in approved swimming area only, and BSA Safe Swim Defense 

procedures must be followed. 
 
7. A unit roster of all participants and a Hold Harmless agreement must be turned in. 
 
8. Personal firearms, fireworks, and alcoholic beverages are not permitted on camp. Smoking at 

Camp is discouraged. Please do not smoke near any youth. Cigarette butts must be picked up. 
 
9. Vehicles must remain on the maintained roads.  No vehicles are permitted in the campsites. 
 
10. All units must have at least two adults with them at all times, and one must be 21 years of age or 

older. 
 
11. The Camp Ranger has the authority to require any persons not behaving in a Scout-like manner to 

leave the camp, and any fees will be forfeited. 
 
 
 
 
Any and all exceptions to these policies must be approved by the Scout Executive, Northwest

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Procedures for Check-In / Check-Out at Camp Perkins 
for Scouting Units 

 
The following procedures must be used during check-in. 
 
1. Stop at the Ranger’s personal home and check in with the Camp Ranger. 
 
2. The Following paperwork must be turned in at check-in: 
 

A. Complete roster of persons present on camp property 
B. Copy of Local or National Tour Permit 
C. A Hold Harmless Agreement, if it has not been turned in to the Council Office prior to visit. 

 
3. Keys, if required, will be issued to the Unit Leader at the time of check-in. 
 
4. If there is to be any aquatics activity, a copy of the Safe Swim Defense or Safety Afloat Certificate 

must be turned in at check-in. 
 
5. After check-in is completed and if needed, the Camp Ranger will escort the unit to their campsite or 

building. 
 
 
The following procedure will be followed for check-out: 
 
1. The unit leader will notify the Camp Ranger of the time that they plan to depart.  This may be done anytime 

during the stay at camp. 
 
2. The Camp Ranger will check the campsite or building(s) that have been used for the following: 

A. Cleanliness 
B. Any Damages 
C. Any Equipment Losses 

 
3. The unit leader will stop at the Ranger’s home for the following: 

A. Return any keys, if issued 
B. Pay any fees still owed 

 
4. All trash may be placed in the dumpster near the Main Dining Hall. 
 
5. All equipment that has been checked out must be returned cleaned and in serviceable condition prior to 

departure.

1. In consideration for receiving permission to the use of Camp Perkins property, facilities and equipment, (“the Camp”) for the 

purposes and dates listed below. I hereby release, waive, discharge and covenant not to sue the Northwest Texas Council Boy Scouts 

of America, its chartered partners, officers, servants, agents and employees (hereinafter referred to as "releasees") from any and all 

liability, claims, demands, actions and causes of action whatsoever arising out of or relating to any loss, damage or injury, including 

death, that may be sustained by me, or to any property belonging to me, whether caused by the negligence of the releasees, or 

otherwise, while participating in, on or upon the premises where the event is being conducted, while in transit to or from the premises, 

or in any place or places connected with the camp. 

 

2. I am fully aware of risks and hazards connected with being on the premises and participating in the event, and I am fully 

aware that there may be risks and hazards unknown to me connected with being on the premises and participating in the event, and I 

hereby elect to voluntarily participate in the event, to enter upon the above named premises and engage in activities knowing that 

conditions may be hazardous, or may become hazardous or dangerous to me and my property.  I voluntarily assume full responsibility 

for any risks of loss, property damage or personal injury, including death, that may be sustained by me, or any loss or damage to 

property owned by me, as a result of my being a participant in the event, whether caused by the negligence of releasees or otherwise. 

 

3. I further hereby agree to indemnify and save and hold harmless the releasees and each of them, from any loss, liability, 

damage or costs, including but not limited to, attorney fees, reasonable investigative and discovery costs, court costs, and all other 

sums which the releasees may pay or become obligated to pay on account of any, all, and every demand for claim or assertion of 

liability, or any claim or action founded thereon, arising or alleged to have arisen out of Camp Perkins use of real or personal property 

belonging to the camp, they may incur due to my participation in the event, whether caused by the negligence of any or all of the 

releasees, or otherwise. 

 

4. It is my express intent that this Release shall bind the members of my family and spouse, if I am alive, and my heirs, assigns 

and personal representative, if I am deceased, and shall be deemed as a Release, Waiver, Discharge and Covenant Not to Sue the 

above named releasees.
